Dave Anderson
This hammer dulcimer player lives in Hesston with his wife Sharon, and has two children, Ben & Katie.  He works at Midland National Bank in Newton and is a member of Whitestone Mennonite Church in Hesston.   Dave first became interested in the Hammer Dulcimer when in the early '90s he heard one being played by Rich Mullins, a contemporary Christian artist who wrote the songs, "Our God is an Awesome God" and "Step By Step".  Dave has a strong appreciation for music, but had never pursued learning any instruments until he heard the dulcimer being played.  He was intrigued by the wonderful sounds that came from this oddly shaped, hollow wood box with strings strung from one end to the other that is hit with sticks called hammers.  Now after playing the hammer dulcimer for 18 years, sharing music with others is one of his favorite pastimes, and is always open to new opportunities in providing that service for others.
Atchisons
Bob and Melissa Atchison have been playing old-time music together for over 30 years.  Both learned their respective instruments and tunes from a variety of old-time fiddlers and musicians in Columbia, Missouri, where they received degrees in forestry from the University of Missouri.  They took their first forestry jobs in Mountain View, Arkansas where Bob won the 1984 state fiddling championship.  During the 80s they performed at the Ozark Folk Center, the Grandpa Jones Family Dinner Theater and at regional music festivals.  Their repertoire still has a core of Ozark and Appalachian songs and tunes that date back to the early 20th century & beyond.   Melissa and Bob currently live in Manhattan, Kansas with two of their four children.  Bob works for Kansas State University as a forester for the Kansas Forest Service and Melissa serves as homemaker, keeps bees, and works on renovating their 1908 home and is currently working on a Masters of Divinity with the Anabaptist Mennonite Biblical Seminary.
