· Identify and share with your group an area in your life you would like to grow in relation this, Jesus’ word to his disciples. 
Take the Jesus Creed with you:

· Continue memorizing and reciting the Jesus Creed at least once every day through the season of Lent.  What have you discovered so far?
· Are you finding the Jesus Creed in your mind more often than you thought?  When and where are the occasions it goes through your mind?
· The Shema of the Jesus Creed was also intended to be a spiritual formation tool for your children and grandchildren.  Reflect on several ways you have spiritually formed your children and grandchildren.
